30 days prior to foaling……EEE, WEE, Tetanus, Influenza, Rhinopneumonitis (5 way) Vaccine

The day of foaling…………Ivermectin paste dewormer

A post foaling exam should be done to be sure that the placenta has been passed successfully; there is no internal bleeding and no rectovaginal tears. Other medications may be given as needed.

3rd month of pregnancy……Rhinopneumonitis Vaccine

5th month of pregnancy……EEE, WEE, Tetanus Vaccine

30 days prior to foaling……back to the top 

This calendar is based on mares that are in a reproductive herd that are being bred back within 30 days each year. During the year the mare should be dewormed every 60 days on a program designed for that farm. We recommend that mares be pregnancy checked via ultrasound at days 16, 30 and 45. All mares should be pregnancy checked again in the fall to be sure the pregnancy has been maintained. It is always a good idea to recheck mares prior to making sweepstakes nominations and futurity entries.
